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The Planning Commission of the Charter Township of Williams held a regular meeting on Monday June 7, 2010 at the Township Hall. 

The agenda is attached Exhibit A.

I.
Call to Order & Roll Call

Chairperson Steward called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present:  C. Adams, S. Villaire, B. Steward, J. Hurt, D. Behmlander, D. Putt, and T. Paige. 
Also Present:  B. Klemish, Williams Township Zoning Administrator, J. Hammond, Township Attorney and L. Miller, Township Planner.   Others present are indicated on the sign in sheet, attached Exhibit B.  

II. Pledge of Allegiance

The Pledge of Allegiance to the flag was said in unison.

III. Open to the Public

There was no public comment at this time.
IV.  
New Business
A.
Steven Clark, Site Plan Review, Case 10-02-Spr
Mr. Clark plans to construct another building, 48x200 feet in size that will be used for cold storage on his Industrial zoned 7.18 acre parcel (09-140-023-100-110-07) on the east side of Garfield Road in Section 23 of the township.
B. Steward confirmed that S. Clark received a copy of J. Hammond and L. Miller’s memo dated May 21, 2010.

S. Clark explained his intentions for the construction of a new building would be mainly for cold storage.  

J. Hammond questioned the amount of employees that will be parking at the proposed building.  The requirement is 2 parking spaces per each employee.

S. Clark said there will be no employees working in this building, although there are 14-30 employees for the entire site.  Adequate paved parking is shown on the site plan.

S. Clark brought a new drawing into the office on June 7 with adjusted side and rear setbacks of 50 feet.  By adhering to these setbacks, he would be unable to build a building with the dimensions of 48 feet by 200 feet.  
The new drawing showed compliance with the 50 feet setback requirements at the rear of the building but not at the front where the setback shown is only 35.59 feet.

J. Hammond stated that a variance would not be given because practical difficulty cannot be proven.
S. Clark stated that he would need the wider dimensions in order to bring equipment into the building and in order to move anything around inside the building.  

C. Adams explained that he could rezone the parcel to Light Industrial which would require the side yards be set at 25 feet and 35 feet for the rear yard setback.
J. Hammond said that this would be consistent with the Township General Development Plan.

At this time S. Clark had no other questions or concerns.

S. Clark was informed that he could apply for rezoning, and all requirements for submittal of a revised plan are on the township website under section 3.21 of Ordinance No. 33, the township zoning ordinance.
B.
Action Leasing LLC, Rezoning Application, Case 10-02-Rz

Steve Puvalowski submitted a rezoning application on behalf of Action Leasing LLC for rezoning two parcels located on Eight Mile Road in Section 12 of the township.  The current land use designation is RE; the application requests the zoning be changed to PUD.  Proposed use for the parcels is continuation of the former use, a racetrack that was formerly known as Tri City Speedway.

B. Steward confirmed that S. Puvalowski and D. Puvalowski received a copy of  J. Hammond and L. Miller’s memo dated May 28, 2010.

Steve and Dennis Puvalowski explained the renovation that would be needed for the race track.  The Grand Stands would be moved from the east to the west side of the lot, they would be constructing new buildings, new concessions stands and restrooms and also adding a new track.  The track will mainly be used on the weekends but they will allow practice racing during the week.   They may also use it for other activities such as concerts.  
There was much discussion by the Planning Commission regarding the layout of the proposed race track and the traffic flow in and out of the facility.  Fire hydrants and water lines were also discussed which should be shown on the next site plan.  Types of signs and location of the signs should also be shown.
S. Villaire questioned whether they will keep the same name and how many people they estimate to be in attendance at each race.

S. Puvalowski explained that they would keep the name of Tri City Speedway.  Their goal is to have around 1,000 people at each race.  

S. Puvalowski stated that there may be a possibility of buying land off Wheeler Road so that access to the race track could be made from Wheeler Road.  
L. Miller had concerns about traffic flow, how the race track and golf course would work in harmony with each other, and a more detailed plan would need to be submitted before the public hearing.  

J. Hammond suggested that the whole portion be rezoned as PUD so that there would be one type of zoning for both portions.

B. Steward suggested that they get approval from the Bay County Road Commission, Bay County Drain Commission and the Fire Chief before the public hearing.  They should follow the guidelines in Section 3.21 of the zoning ordinance when submitting a new site plan.

S. and D. Puvalowski will submit a revised final development plan after all requirements are met.
V.
Any Other Business

B. Steward was contacted by Advanced Tech, who would like to purchase the Dobson property for their screen printing business.

J. Hammond stated that the property is zoned C-3, Interchange Business District parcel.  A screen printing business is neither permitted nor allowed in the C-3 district.  Also, a rezoning to C-2 would be in violation of the Township General Development Plan which designates this area for uses which serve the motoring public.
