SPECIAL MEETING – June 1, 2010 
 
The Board of Trustees of the Charter Township of Williams held a special meeting on 
Tuesday June 1, 2010 at the Township Hall.  The agenda is attached Exhibit A. 
 
I. Call to Order & Roll Call 
The meeting was called to order by Paul Wasek, Supervisor at 4:00 p.m.  Present:  Wasek 
(Supervisor), Charney (Clerk), Paige (Trustee), Plant (Trustee), and Putt (Trustee). 
Excused:  Hoverman (Treasurer) and Gower (Trustee). 
No other persons were present. 
 
II. Pledge of Allegiance 
The Pledge of Allegiance to the flag was said in unison. 
 
III. Open to the Public 
No one was present other than members of the Board of Trustees.  
 
IV. Changes to Agenda 
The township custodian position will be discussed as agenda item number one. 

 
V. Regular Agenda 
 1. Township Custodian 
The Supervisor’s Committee (Paul, Amy, & Connie) interviewed numerous candidates for 
the township custodial position and reached a general consensus on the ranking of the 
candidates.  Brian Wegener was the preferred candidate and has been employed as the 
custodian since May 22, 2010.   
 
Brian assisted Don Dzurka with cleaning the hall after the firemen’s dinner on May 22nd. 

An offer of employment for the custodial position was made to Brian, subject to 
concurrence of the Township Board at the June 1, 2010 Board Meeting.  His wage is set at 
$10.00 per hour with pension contributions beginning in June 2010.  No other benefits 
have been offered or contemplated for this position.  Brian understands that all township 
employees are employed on an “at-will” basis.

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 2. Flajole Road Waterline Extension 
Mark Norton, Civil Engineering Consultants, has provided a preliminary cost estimate for 
construction to extend an 8 inch water main on Flajole Road between Wilder Road and 
Wheeler Road (approximately 4,900 lineal feet).  The total estimated construction cost is 
$140,000. 
 
Civil Engineering will complete design phase services for a lump sum fee of $10,000 and 
construction phase services for $16,000 for a total fee of $26,000. The total estimated 
cost, including engineering and 10% for contingencies is $180,000.   
 
Surveys were mailed to homeowners in this area of Flajole Road and responses were 
received from five residents indicating they would be interested in water. The project will 
also complete a loop in the public water system for the northwest corner of the township. 
 
Construction plans are being drawn at this time and it is anticipated that the project will be 
ready to bid by the end of June.
