Straight Ticket: Vote the party of your choice. Nothing further need be done in the partisan section.
Split Ticket: You may vote a straight ticket AND vote for individual candidates of your choice.
Mixed Ticket: Vote for the individual candidates of your choice in each office.
NONPARTISAN and PROPOSAL SECTIONS of the ballot (if any) must be voted separately.
DO NOT vote for more candidates than indicated under each office title.
WRITE-IN CANDIDATES: To vote for a candidate whose name is not printed on the ballot, write or place the name of that
candidate in the blank space provided and completely darken the oval. This must be done even if you cast a straight party vote. Do not cast
a write-in vote for a candidate whose name is already printed on the ballot for that office.
CHECK BOTH SIDES OF BALLOT: This ballot has two sides. Be cerfain to check the reverse side of the bailot.
WHEN YOU HAVE COMPLETED VOTING: Place the ballot in the secrecy sleeve so that the votes cannot be seen and the numbered stub
is visible. Return the ballot to the election official stationed at the tabulator. (If voting by absentee ballot, follow the instructions provided by
the clerk for returning the ballot.)
NOTE: If you make a mistake, return your ballot to the election official and obtain a new ballot. Do not attempt to erase or correct any marks
made in error. -
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PROPOSAL 08-1
A LEGISLATIVE INITITATIVE
TO PERMIT THE USE AND

- Require Department of
Community Health to establish an
identification card system for
patients qualified to use
marijuana and individuals
qualified to grow marijuana.

- Permit registered and
unregistered patients and primary
caregivers to assert medical
reasons for using marijuana as a
defense to any prosecution
involving marijuana.

PROPOSAL 08-2
A PROPOSAL TO AMEND THE
STATE CONSTITUTION TO
ADDRESS HUMAN EMBRYO
AND HUMAN EMBRYONIC
STEM CELL RESEARCH IN

The proposed constitutional
amendment would:

- Expand use of human embryos
for any research permitted under
federal law subject to the
following limits: the embryos--

--are created for fertility treatment
purposes;

--are not suitable for implantation
or are in excess of clinical needs;
--would be discarded unless used
for research;

--were donated by the person
seeking fertility treatment.

- Provide that stem cells cannot
be taken from human embryos
more than 14 days after cell
division begins.

- Prohibit any person from selling
or purchasing human embryos for
stem cell research.

- Prohibit state and local laws that
prevent, restrict or discourage
stem cell research, future
therapies and cures.
